CHAPTER 3: SELECTION PROCESS AND CRITERIA
Scoring Criteria
Three application cycles have been created for the NAHP Housing Applications.  These cycles include:  1) The Annual Cycle; 2) The CDBG Owner Occupied Rehab Cycle and 3) The CHDO cycle.  

Within the Annual Cycle, applications for Non-profit Operating Assistance and Rental Projects will be scored in separate pools and all other housing categories (Homebuyer and Owner Occupied Rehab) will be scored in a separate pool of applications.
Within the CDBG OOR Cycle, only local units of government that are classified as a municipality (i.e. City or Village) are eligible to apply with the CDBG Owner Occupied Rehab Cycle.  No joint applications or county-wide applications are eligible within the CDBG OOR Cycle.  
Within the CHDO Cycle, only eligible CHDO organizations, or those applicants wishing to receive a CHDO designation, are eligible to apply within the CHDO Cycle.  The CHDO Cycle is separate from the Annual Cycle and separate from the CDBG OOR Cycle. 

Scoring Criteria for each application is defined in the individual chapters that pertain to the specific activities the applicant is applying for including: Homebuyer (Chapter 4); Non-Profit Operating Assistance (Chapter 5); Owner Occupied Rehabilitation (Chapter 6); CDBG Owner Occupied Rehabilitation (Chapter 7); Rental (Chapter 8); and CHDO Set-aside (Chapter 9).  Detailed information on the scoring process for the Cycles is noted in Chapter 1 of the Application Guidelines.  All exhibits can be found in Chapter 10.
A Selection Criteria Matrix is provided in each of the above mentioned chapters which note the Scoring Criteria and Total Possible Points for each application.  All applications meeting basic threshold requirements will be reviewed by DED on a competitive basis according to the Selection Criteria Matrix noted in the individual chapters.  

All applications (except the CHDO Set-aside application) must meet the Pre-Application and Threshold Question Sections in order to be considered for a recommended award.  These questions are noted in each individual chapter. 

All applications must score a minimum number of total points available within each application in order to be considered for a recommended award.  The minimum required scores for each application are noted in each individual chapter. 
All original, signed and scanned Pre-Applications or Letters of Intent (CHDO Cycle only) must be uploaded to https://neded.sharefile.com/r-r8670cbdbad74aa8b by 5:00 pm (CDT) by the application due date.  A copy must also be email to the Application Coordinator at: ded.housing@nebraska.gov.  The Letter of Intent should also be emailed to Pamela Otto at pamela.otto@nebraska.gov
All ORIGINAL, SIGNED HARD-COPIES  OF FULL APPLICATIONS must be postmarked by, or delivered to the Nebraska State Office Building, 4th Floor, with signed receipt by DED staff by 5:00 pm (CDT) by the application due date for the Annual Cycle, the CDBG OOR Cycle, or the CHDO Cycle as noted in each individual chapter. Also a scanned copy should be uploaded and received by DED by 5:00 pm (CDT) by the same applicable application due date to https://neded.sharefile.com/r-r8670cbdbad74aa8b.
